The 2009 ActewAGL Canberra Show was held at Exhibition Park from the 
26th of February to the 1st of March.  With over 100 showjumping horses & 
around 57 competitive riders, the show seemed to run quite smoothly, and 
with almost perfect weather conditions. With no hor ses present at the 2008 
Royal Canberra Show due to EI, this put pressure on the riders to step-up, and 
show the Canberra community their talent. The competitive atmosphere cer-
tainly created an exciting vibe around the showgrou nd. The quality of horses 
was outstanding this year, particularly with the ap pearance of many top horses 
and riders, including the recent Olympic combinatio n Laurie Lever and Ash-
leigh Drossell Dan. ‘Horsedeals’ agrees, stating that “the standard of the jumping 
was good this year with the inclusion of a few more interstate riders adding to the established 
competition.” 

 

The showjumping was fast paced and competitive, wit h thrilling jump offs and 
meticulous clear rounds. Michelle Crosbie, one of the many hard working help-
ers agreed that the showjumping was simply spectacular; “ I learnt a lot just from 
merely watching these amazing riders competing on the weekend. It was interesting to see the 
different styles and experience of the riders”. The main classes of the weekend, the 
A&B grades, would have to be some of the most thril ling examples of show-
jumping in Australia. With stimulating commentary f rom local showjumper 
Tim Dreverman, the crowd became just as involved as the riders. These classes 
demonstrated the amazing ability and technique of top  class riders such as local 
rider Grant Hughes, Hunter Valley rider David Rober tson, Olympian Laurie 
Lever, Tumut competitor Michael Lucus, and junior r ider Tom McDermott 
(who received the best junior showjumper award). A special mention must go 
to a very exciting moment for local B grade showjumper ‘Emmaville Cliché’, 
who took to the hack ring with Emma Hughes aboard, working beautifully to 
bring home a 3rd ribbon, only ½ an hour after competing with Grant Hughes 
in the B grade competition. Surely this is inspiration for al l. J  
 

Although the horses themselves jumped incredibly, t he show could not go on 
if not for the many wonderful helpers & ‘behind the  scene’ volunteers that en-
abled the show to run efficiently and successfully.  These hard working people 
included our wonderful judge Michael Archer, course  builder John Valance, 
and the many appreciated local volunteers – pole pickers, pencillers, marshals 
and Jumpclub members.

Congratulations to all of the 
local ACT showjump club rid-
ers who competed in the show. 
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Last October the Club hosted the Australian 
Championships and it was a great success – a 
big job with everyone pitching in to get through 
the four days of competition. 

 

Because we did it well, the EFA has approached 
the Club about hosting the Event again this 
year.  This is a big call and our response so far 
has been that we will think about it.  We do 
need to get back to the EFA in the coming 
weeks but we need time now to decide which 
way to go. 

 

All of us will come to the question from their 
particular perspectives.  Mine is more a financial 
one.  Let me explain. 

 

Last year we had strong sponsor support – 
more than $40,000 and the event costs were 
around $100,000.  The difference we made up in 
entry fees.  The big question this year is whether 
our sponsors are in a position to come with us 
again.  We are doing our soundings but all of us 
know that today's economic circumstances are 
not easy for small businesses.  It’s tough and 

sponsorship is a discretionary item. 

On the outlays side we could cut some of our 
costs now that we have done a Championship 
already.  But you can not cut them that substan-
tially given that it is a National Championship – 
say 10 per cent.  And we can increase entry fees 
a bit but, in my view, you can not go over the 
top.  It’s costly enough to keep a competition 
horse.  And we can reduce the prize money a bit 
but again it is an Australian Championship.  
Last year our prize money was $33,000. 

 

So that is where we are – trying to balance all 
these and other factors in coming to a position.  
In the next couple of weeks your Committee 
will have to decide.

course designer will never try 
to trick riders or build jumps 
that are overly intimidating, 
he /she will endeavour to test 
the skill of the combination by 
setting tasks that will challenge 
the rider to think and encour-
age the rider to get the best 
out of their horse. 
 

During the main class at the 
recent ISS World Cup in Syd-
ney Leopoldo Palacious built a 
related line that was 20 metres 
long, (Vertical to a wall) given 
that a standard distance at 
1.50 high is either 21.7 metres 
for 5 strides or 18.3 metres for 
four strides you can see that 
the riders needed to make a 
commitment regarding the 
number of strides they would 
try to achieve prior to at-
tempting the round, for the 
record the majority went for 
four long strides.  
 

Next time I would like to talk 
about the direction I believe 
course designing is taking and 
some of the new challenges 
that you may face in the fu-
ture. 

I have been asked to make a 
contribution to this newsletter 
regarding Course Designing 
and my thoughts on what 
makes a good course designer. 
 
I am of the firm belief that a 
course designer should have 
the ability to adapt to all situa-
tions presented to him/her, 
prior to an event it is impor-
tant that the course designer 
finds out about the event, the 
average quality of the horses 
that will be jumping, average 
numbers for the event and the 
shape and surface of the 
arena. 
 
A good designer must be 
adaptable and understand the 
limitations of the class he/she 
is building, generally during a 
two day show the first day will 
consist mainly of height 
classes, the lower classes 
should not contain any un-
usual or tricky lines and the 
courses should be of an invit-
ing nature with no surprises, 
the designer should stick to 
standard distances; adjusted to 
the height of the class, it is 
essential that the designer 
remembers that the majority 

of horses and riders in the 
lower classes are  just starting 
out or are coming back from 
an unpleasant experience, it is 
up to the designer to encour-
age these new combinations 
not frighten them. 
 
On the second day we gener-
ally start getting into classes 
that are what could be consid-
ered more technical and it is 
expected that the horse and 
rider combination is prepared 
for a bit of a challenge, you 
may find a few more intimi-
dating jumps with interesting 
fill, a Liverpool, wider oxers 
and the lines may be slightly 
longer or shorter than the 
standard distances. 
 
I believe that it is very impor-
tant to learn from an early 
stage how to walk a course 
and identify slight changes in 
length, how many strides your 
horse may take to comfortably 
make the distance and get a 
good feel for the course, I am 
sure the senior riders in our 
club would gladly give point-
ers to those of you that are 
just starting to move up into 
the higher classes. A good

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Some horses just seem to get fat on bitumen!!! While 
friends are experimenting with wonderful smelling m uesli
-style feeds and pellets for their steeds, your horse has to 
be confined to a sniff of chaff each day. Basic feeding 
rules demand that each horse be fed as an individual and 
the problems of the overweight horse highlight just  how 
difficult some individuals can be to feed. To cater  to such 
a horse we need to appreciate why he is overweight in the 
first place. 

 

GENETICS : Some breeds of horses are just very good 
“doers”. Lippizaners are bred to do well on very li ttle 
feed, even in the face of strenuous work loads, and cer-
tain breeds of ponies are notorious for rapidly put ting on 
excess condition. If your horse comes from a family of 
“fatties” you need to be aware of the problems and feed 
accordingly. 

 

EXCESS ENERGY : Theory states that horses will eat 
to satisfy their energy intake which is determined by rate 
of growth, temperature, work load, body weight and 
stage of reproduction. In theory, a horse will only  intake 
sufficient energy from feed to meet these requirements. 
Present a horse with more feed than his body needs, the 
theory goes, and he will leave the excess. So much for 
theory! This may be true of some types of horse and 
most hard working horses, but those horses prone to 
gaining weight will continue to consume feed well i n 
excess of requirements. Don’t be kidded into thinki ng 
that horses have some kind of innate nutritional wi sdom 
- they do not, and some will gaily eat themselves to death 
(by colic usually) if left to their own devices. 

 

There is only one way that a horse will gain weight  and 
that is for him to CONSUME MORE ENERGY THAN 
IS REQUIRED TO MEET THE DEMANDS OF 
MAINTENANCE AND WORK.  You cannot get a 
horse to gain weight UNLESS you feed him more en-
ergy. This excess energy is converted to fat. Reduce his 
feed and work him more so that his body requires mo re 
energy than is met by feed intake and he will lose weight 
- this is hardly rocket science! 

 

TEMPERAMENT :  Some horses are just laid back, 
gentle souls who expend very little by way of nervo us 
energy. They stand quietly in their paddock while o ther 
less calm individuals gallop furiously about. The c almer 
horse does as little as possible when worked and rarely 
gets stressed at a show. This type of horse is a bit of a 
sloth and needs less energy for general maintenance since 
he does even less when you are not riding him. 

 

The nutritional dilemma facing owners of such horse s is 
to safely meet their nutritional requirements witho ut 
gaining unwanted condition. 

 

First and foremost - consider what feeds are offering him 
the major source of energy at the moment. If the horse is 
on hard feed with very little access to pasture, you have 
much greater control over his energy intake and the 
solution is in your hands. If your horse is grazing  and 
only given a small (less than 2kgs) of hard feed a day then 
the pasture is the major source of energy and you have 
no option but to restrict his grazing. 

One of the best tools you have to manage feed intake is a 
grazing muzzle. These will allow the horse/pony to take 
in limited quantities of roughage, but still drink normally. 
It is important that even overweight horses have SOME 
roughage moving through their digestive system and a 
grazing muzzle will allow you to turn them out or t o have 
low quality hay in front of these types of animals without 
the worry of them gorging themselves. 

 

There are some feeding rules that will apply to bot h 
situations: 

 

Always make feed changes gradually, taking 2 weeks to accustom 

your horse to a new ration or feed, 

Do not feed more than 2.5 kgs of grain and/ or concentrate at any 

one feed 

Your horse will utilize his feed better if he is fed little and often  

Horses in light to moderate work should receive no less than 50% 

of their total diet (by weight) as roughage 

Horses are individuals and should be fed accordingly. The amount 

of feed offered and the quantity of concentrate used should be 

modified according to body condition, level of work and type 

of horse. 

Ensure that your horse has access to supplemental minerals and 

major vitamins via his daily feed. 

Do not deny the horse/ pony access to feed completely for more than 

about 4 hours at a time. Use a grazing muzzle or use only 

low quality, grassy hay to keep energy intake under control 

but still allow some feed in the digestive system. 

 

If you are using a prepared feed, either pellet or muesli-
style feed, that is fortified with vitamins and min erals, 
remember that by restricting the amount of feed to avoid 
weight gain will also restrict the amount of micro-
nutrients (vitamins and minerals) that he is receiv ing. 
Your normal feeds should be fortified with a more c on-
centrated supplement, such as Groom™, that does not 
contain very much energy but will provide the essen tial 
vitamins and trace minerals to your horse. 

 

For horses on full feed, you need to ensure that they 
have access to sufficient fibre. In these cases I recom-
mend a fibre source lower rather than higher in energy 
that contains more fibre. Good quality lucerne is h igher 
in energy and lower in fibre than oaten hay and so oaten 
or grass hay would be my choice for the overweight 
horse. 

 

Remember that whenever you make a diet change to 
keep a close eye on the horse for his response. It is dan-
gerous for a horse to lose too much weight too quickly. 
If your horse is not in work, remember to remove hi s 
rugs two or three times a week, stand back and have a 
good look at his condition. The use of scales, available at 
some vet’s, to weigh your horse is ideal but not always 
convenient. Either way you need to monitor your hor ses 
condition carefully so that his body weight does no t 
fluctuate too much too quickly.
