Sleet, hail and torrential rain left our parking areas looking like 
bog holes but it is a true testament to the wonderful grounds we have here at Epic (not to mention the fantastic helpers 
preparing the grounds) that the rings held up well to the huge amount of traffic that it received over  the weekend. 

 

Our height class ring 4 ran very smoothly given the  enormous amount of entries in each class – thanks must go to our ring 
marshalls, judges and time keepers who often sat out much later to see the classes through. ACT showjumping Club members 
were out in force in this ring and there were quite  a number in the placings. Jodie Hughes put in a couple of very quick jump 
off times to place on her PPP Going my way, Emma Tuckwell Braved the 1.05m class and did it with style, Tim Christopher 
did a fantastic job at one of his first competition s having only a few rails in his classes and of course Josh Laurie who cleaned 
up over the 3 weekend shows at Epic (you can’t catch that boy!)  and I am sure that there are many more of our talented 
members who I didn’t have the chance to catch up with over the weekend who did us proud. 

 

Ring 3 ran very smoothly with some very competitive  classes.  The open 1.05 saw a very big field of competitors including 
Vicky Roycroft, Sheridan Manuel and recently return ed from Europe, Jamie Winning. Ces Staples took 5th place on the 
promising looking, Can’t Decide. Ces had the biggest smile on his face all weekend, not only did his own horses go well but he 
also has the pleasure of watching his Ex A and B grade mount Statford Delight run around the Young Rid er classes with Tom 
McDermott in the saddle. 

 

The C grade class in this ring saw ACT showjumping Club Members in the top 5 – Rachel Vella and the top little mare, Spice 
Thyme took 2nd place with Ben Netterfield and the big grey Shock Jock coming in 3rd. The D grade classes were built as very 
inviting and smooth courses.  The always busy Grant Hughes had a win in the Doug Cook Financial Adviso rs D grade on 
Friday on Peter Core’s ever improving Emmaville Cor eman – this horse looked spectacular in his round and very well piloted 
too! Stephen Dingwall had a good round on his dressage bred gelding Calavier Bryn, Stephen and this horse are really starting 
to turn heads also putting in a super round in the Ego Summersea  Stud’s Futurity class – a real star of the future to keep an 
eye on. Good to see Nikki Dingwall back in the saddle after her unfortunate fall at Canberra show this  year, she had a good 
weekend on her clever mare, Good Golly Miss Molly. 

 

 The A and B grade on the Friday saw Grant Hughes on Emmaville Ricochet in 5th and Jamie Grant on Cool K in 6th in one of 
the strongest A and B grade lineups of the year! Grant and Jamie both continued their good form to be in the placings in the A 
and B grade on the following day, this time Jamie on the recently returned The Player in 3rd with Grant on Emmaville Ricochet 
in 2nd and the Daley K gelding Blackall Park Atlantis in 4th. 

 

The ISS championship ring was amazing over the whole weekend – the gear was fantastic and the courses challenging enough 
to see only a few clear rounds. ACT Showjumping club were represented in both the Junior, Young rider and Senior classes.  
Jess Spence and her impressive imported Von Udex did well over the weekend, winning the Junior/Young r ider combined 
class on the Sunday afternoon. Unfortunately Jess’ Young Rider mount Cool Magic didn’t want to play th e game this weekend 
and we saw Jess get eliminated in the teams event, this added to the fact that I retired my young hors e partway through the 
course meant that unfortunately the ACT team did no t post a score for the teams event for the Young Riders. Kristle Cross 
and the experienced gelding Jumanji did well over t he weekend with just a few rails keeping them out o f the placings. Michael 
Cross also did a great job on his new mount Jess’ Kingdom. Sarina Jurkiewicz and Blue jay performed consistently over the 
weekend, showing that they will be a really competi tive combination in the next few years in the Junio r and Young rider 
classes. Grant Hughes and Yakity Yak proved without  a doubt that they are a force to be reckoned, placing 4th in the Senior 
championship A2 class. The Australian Senior Champion was named Chris Chugg and Vivant who went on to perform his 
trademark one handed canter pirouettes, what a rider and what a horse! It would be fantastic to see Chugg on the team for the 
upcoming WEG. The Young Rider champion was Hillary Scott and Oaks Miss Scarlett, a very promising and talented pair. 
The junior champion going to Monique Barrett and De o Juvante. 

 

It was a very well run and enjoyable weekend. Special thanks to our course designer, course building crews, judges, marshalls, 
time keepers, pole pickers, admin assistants and anyone else who i have forgotten to mention. Also we must as always thank 
the very hard working Peter Dingwall, Brad Longhurs t, Peter Core and Grant Hughes – I believe that we have one of the best 
jump clubs in the country and without these men aro und we wouldn’t be holding an event as prestigious as the Australian 
Championships.

Championship done – and one that I 
think has underlined the reputation of 
Canberra as a show jumping epicentre 
here on the East Coast.

The Act Show jumping club ran a 
huge program at Epic over three days 
running four rings hosting the 
 Australian Show Jumping Titles.  
 
The committee of the club was busy 
getting the rings up and running and 
making sure that the event was going 
to plan. 

Central to this task was the sixty plus 
people who could find the time to 
help run the event over the three 
days, they came from all over Can-
berra and its surrounds, some from 
Pony club, some from other Eques-
trian areas and A number where only 
friends or family of riders who de-
cided to help out and this help was 
greatly needed for the event to occur.  
 
The little band of people who picked 
up poles and marshalled the riders to 
keep the rings running where thin on 
the ground, Friday was a difficult day, 
the weather was cool and a bit windy, 
it was a work day, many people where 
busy, as where the marshals and ring 
crew who where running the rings.  
 
 Many stayed on to help past the time 
that was asked for by the club, they 
did a truly wonderful job.  
 
Others who happened to be passing 
gave up some time to help as well, it 
was nice to see club members help 
when asked to lend a hand.  
 
At the end of the riders day there was 
still work to be done for the next day, 

the course builders where out shifting 
f e n c e s  f o r  t h e   
classes to be run the next morning, 
along with them where a number of 
the helpers who shifted the fences, 
the plants and gear for the new  
course in each ring.  

Saturday was a little brighter and for 
some an earlier than expected start to 
the rings meant that the few people 
who where present when the an-
nouncement was made late on Friday. 
The ring Bosses where in early and 
managed to get the rings running 
while their people where still coming 
along to help. They managed well in 
difficult times, being Marshalls, ring 
crew and helping build courses during 
the day. 

The small band of workers had 
grown a little but it was still a difficult 
job that they handled well, the need 
to shuffle people during the day was 
taken well, others had more to do 
when people had to move to help 
keep a steady group of people in all 
of the rings. 

 
Again some of our club members on 
the ground where asked to help fill in 
where we needed extra help for the 
rings. 

 
That night the course builders pre-
pared for the next day and a small 

group of helpers again moved fences 
and gear to have the rings ready for 
the next days  first class.  
 
Sunday started as a nice day, again 
some people came in early to help 
with the early start with the rings. 
Large classes again in the rings with a 
long day ahead for many people 
helping with the event.  The morning 
sun changed into a darker afternoon 
with everyone's eyes on the sky. We 
had done so well with the weather 
and it was going to storm right on 
top of  the major event .   
 
The wind,  rain and hail did come in 
for some ten minutes making it a bit 
more difficult for the riders and the 
helpers who where still in ring 2 
trying to complete the event before 
the main ring started the big event. 
 The smaller rings had finished and 
there was a good crowd watching the 
f inal c lass run in ring1.  
 
Many people could be named as they 
did more than their fair share but I 
would like to think that they wanted 
Canberra and the ACT Show Jump-
ing club to run an excellent event 
which I think is what happened when 
looking overall at the Australian 
Titles.
