Act Showjumping Club’s Repor t to New South Wales Showjumping 
Council – March 2006 

2006 Activities and Developments 
 

·  The Club’s 2006 activities commenced with the Royal Canberra Show.  The showjumping was run over 
four days from 21 to 26 February 2006. On the first day only the Junior Six Bar was run.  It commenced 
at 4.00pm and was a good gentle introduction to the next three days of intense competition.  Although 
the showjumping is the responsibility of the Royal National Capital Agricultural Society, two members 
of the Club’s committee, Grant Hughes and Peter Dingwall, are councillors of the Society and, as a 
result, are responsible for staging the showjumping events within the Horse Section.  As a consequence, 
the Club provides most of the equipment and many members of the Club volunteer their labour.  
Highlights were the success of Grant Hughes in winning the Leading Senior Rider and also Leading 
Horse with Emmaville Ricochet.  Tom McDermott was the Leading Junior Rider.  Another highlight 
was the Ride and Drive event in which many junior riders participated and combined with members of 
the Holden Precision Driving Team.  An impromptu highlight was the bareback jumping challenged 
which featured five senior riders, all male, jumping over a single rising oxer.  The challenge was won by 
Stephen Dingwall and Inishowen Gràinne when they cleared 1.70metres.  It was pleasing to see Lindsay 
Ball join the young bucks in the challenge and only just miss the 1.70 metre mark. If he had been 
allowed to take his shirt off and be completely bareback, as he had wanted to do, it might have made all 
the difference! 

·  As part of its charter to promote showjumping in the ACT and surrounding regions, the Club is now 
regularly lending or hiring its gear to pony clubs and agricultural societies.  Since Brad Longhurst 
became a qualified Level 1 Course Designer, he has been designing courses at a number of pony clubs 
and agricultural shows, generally using the Club’s gear and being helped by a few Club members. Brad 
designed the course at the Boorowa Show and will be designing at the Cooma Show this coming 
weekend.  This year the Club has agreed to run the showjumping at the Goulburn Show and Brad will be 
the Course Designer. A number of agricultural shows appear to be experiencing difficulties in providing 
gear and volunteers to run showjumping at their shows.  As the Club considers it important that these 
shows continue to feature showjumping, it intends to do what it can to help the relevant shows to 
continue running showjumping events. 

·  The Club has organized a clinic to be given by Jamie Coman in Canberra on 22 and 23 April 2006.  It is 
expected that the clinic will be fully subscribed and will give local riders, senior and junior, a wonderful 
opportunity to learn from the National Coach.  Later in the year, the Club hopes to run a clinic given by 
Rod Brown. 

·  A number of junior members of the Club have joined a Junior Squad established by Grant Hughes on his 
own initiative.  Grant regularly instructs the members of the squad, individually and as a group. At 
Royal Canberra Show, the members of the squad participated in a session with John Vallance in which 
they were given an insight into course designing and the course designer’s thinking.  This was 
invaluable to them. 

·  The Club’s program of events for 2006 will commence on 20 March 2006 with the second round of the 
Melissa McPherson Memorial Trophy.  Thereafter there will be either a competition or training day each 
month through to December.  An innovation this year will be Christmas in July at Murrumbateman on 1 
and 2 July.  This will involve jumping on Saturday and Sunday with Christmas dinner on Saturday night 
at the Murrumbateman Country Inn. 

·  The Club now has an FEI accredited Swabbing Steward. Stella Saberton obtained the qualification at the 
course conducted at the recent Tempo event. 

·  The Club has just been formally notified that it has been given the right to stage the 2007 Australian 
Showjumping Championships in Canberra. The Club is honoured to have been given this opportunity 
and is determined to run a high quality event.

Refusing 
Refusals are normally the result of a bad approach to the jump, caused by a lack of communication 
between horse and rider or a lack of confidence of the horse, rider or both. Since it may take months of 
careful training to restore loss of confidence you can not afford to make mistakes, but, if mistakes are 
made, the problem and the loss of confidence must be addressed with your instructor, not ignored. Start 
by identifying the cause of the refusals. Having made sure there is not a problem with pain or lameness, 
always be determined that the refusal will not happen again.  
When approaching the fence again, you should not come from too far away but give yourself enough 
room to ride to the fence straight and at the correct pace. If you need to use a whip, make sure you hold it 
on the side the horse is running out and make it effective. If you are going to use the whip make it mean 
something but it is also very important to reward the horse with a pat when he does what you have asked 
(jumped the jump). On the second approach, your legs should be firmly on, and, if you have them, use 
your whip and spurs, so that you ride your horse forward and positive if he is hesitant. Do not necessarily 
gallop at the jump - it is about controlled power not speed. Never lose your temper if your horse stops. 
You must stay cool in the mind so you can react in a thinking way, not over-react. Any time you do hit 
your horse it must be done for training not temper, and done in a calm way. There should be no emotion 
involved. Remember, in competition you are not allowed to hit the horse more than three times, as it is 
considered excessive. Your horse relies on your judgement, skill and experience; if these are not so good 
you need to seek regular training with a professional showjumping coach, who will help tune things up 
and assess the suitability of the horse for you. 

 
Over facing  
You, the rider, have to decide whether your horse is ready or physically able to jump a certain fence 
before you ask him to jump it. Be realistic about it. Things to take into account are: 

·  the horse’s and rider’s confidence and safety are the number one priority - don©t risk scaring your 
horse. It’s better to be over cautious than not.  

·  the level of the horse’s training, keeping in mind that he will generally not be as confident at 
different places and over different gear. Never think that what your horse can do over single 
fences at home, or in a six bar, is what he is capable of around a course, because it is not.  

 
You should never have a problem with backing off and jumping lower when confidence is lost. Don’ t 
see it as a defeat but instead as a wise training move. We all have to do it from time to time - it’s 
about training not ego. If you do ask the opinion of your coach about the training of your horse and 
the height at which it should be jumped and competed, make sure you take his or her advice. Follow 
the instructions you are given as your coach has a lot more experience in training horses and knows 
what it takes to fix problems, usually because he or she has been there and made the same mistakes.
