| first found out | had been selected in the team roughly aweek and a half before | was dueto fly
out. Excited as | was, it was amad panic to try and reorganise al the work | had booked in and more
importantly try and get myself a passport at short notice.

After successfully organising horses, work and passports, with aday to spare to pack my bags,
finally April 11" came around, when | was dueto fly out. | left Canberra and flew to Sydney where |
met up with Phil Stephens from Victoria, Anthony Thomas and Kristy Bruhn from South Australia
and Jenny Sheppard our Chef D’ Equip.

From Sydney we flew 9hrsto Hong Kong, had 1hr off the plane then flew afurther 13hrsto
Johannesburg. By the time we landed | had become very envious of first Class for the huge amount of
leg room they got, and the large variety of food they were served.

It was about 9 0’ clock on Wednesday morning when we got there, we grabbed our luggage and
headed to our hotel where we unpacked, had showers then headed over to the venue to meet the
teams from New Zealand, South Africa along with the organisers and sponsors.

Our team went quite well that day with myself
and Phil Stephens finishing with double clean rounds and Anthony and Kristy finishing with just a
couple of faults.

Sunday was our day off so our team driver took us out to a place called ‘ The Golden City’ whichis
an enormous pal ace built with atheme park around it. Myself, Phil and Anthony went on al the water
slides and rides the place had to offer, while Jenny and Kristy stood back and took photos and videos
of us mucking around trying not to look scared.

Monday was our last day of competition. The courses were about 1.35m and quite technical. Our
team luckily had the best group of horses for the final. | drew a big warmblood gelding for this round.
He was beautiful to look at and quite nice to jump but just didn’t have ago fast button. | was
unfortunately first out in both rounds but ended up with only one fence down and atime fault over
the two rounds.

Our team ended up winning and this was a great way to finish such an unreal riding experience and
an overall fantastic trip representing my country.
