President’s Message 
 
The Club has had a great deal of showjumping activity since the last newsletter.

Lastly, may I, on behalf of all club members, congratulate Grant Hughes and Emmaville Ricochet on 
winning the 2005 ACT Senior  Championship.  In winning the title, Grant beat a strong field of riders, 
including former and prospective Olympic and World Championship competitors, and kept the title where it 
should be – in the ACT.  It is also worth noting that in the other rankings for the Senior Championship Grant 
was placed 4th on Emmaville Diplomat and 8th on Noble Objective.  This was a wonderful achievement for 
Grant and serves as some reward for the significant effort and commitment he has made, and continues to 
make, towards fostering showjumping in the ACT and nurturing local riders, young and old alike.

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THE ROLE OF THE MEDIA IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF SHOWJUMPING

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TREATMENT AND MANAGEMENT OPTIONS FOR OSTEOARTHRITIS 
 

JOINT DEGENERATIVE DISEASE / ARTHRITIS 
 
Osteoarthritis is a common, performance limiting problem of equine athletes. Inadequate therapy 

will further cause imbalance of cartilage matrix synthesis and contribute to further osteoarthritis, thereby 
decreasing the potential capability of the athlete.  
 

Osteoarthritis is defined as a disease of synovial joints characterised by the progressive degradation 
of articular cartilage (the cartilage that lines the ends of bones to make a joint surface) and accompanying 
changes in the adjacent bone and soft tissue, with variable degrees of pain. The major event in this disease is 
considered to be a chondrocyte (cartilage cell) driven breakdown of cartilage. The disease is a consequence 
of biological and mechanical factors which result in an imbalance between the non-physiological loads 
applied to the joint and the body’s ability to withstand these forces. In osteoarthritic joints the turnover of 
cartilage matrix is increased and the degradation process outstrips the matrix synthesis process. In inflamed 
joints, the rate of synthesis and release of degradative enzymes is high, therefore it is imperative to stop the 
inflammatory process in order to prevent further degenerative changes within the joint. 

 
Hyaluronan (HA, hyaluronic acid) is the major non-protein component in synovial fluid (joint fluid). 

It is important for maintaining joint viscosity, lubrication and protecting articular cartilage from mechanical 
damage. In osteoarthritis, the quantity and quality if hyaluronan is reduced. 

 
Basic pr inciple of treatment regimes; 

1. The control of pain and inflammation  
2. Rest 
3. Protection and encouragement of chondrocyte (cartilage cells) and joint fluid regeneration. 

 
 
Systemic treatments; 

1. Pentosan / Cartrophen injectable intramuscular 
2. Adequan injectable intramuscular  
3. Antiinflammatories, injectable or oral- eg, bute (phenylbutazone), ketoprophen, Cualgesic, flunixil, 

aspirin. 
 
Intra ar ticular  (injected directly into the joint) treatments; 

1. Adequan 
2. Hyaluronic acid 
3. Antiinflammatories 

 
SYSTEMIC TREATMENT OPTIONS 
 
PENTOSAN 
Active component;  
Pentosan polysulphate 250mg/ml. Vial 6ml. 
Recommended administration;  
500kg horse 6ml once a week for 4 weeks then once a month. 
Action;   
Pentosan possess anti-inflammatory, anti-arthritic, and chondroprotective (cartilage protective) properties 
thereby aiding arthritic changes within joints not just hiding them. The drug achieves these properties by; 

1. Direct anti-inflammatory effect 
2. Inhibition of neutrophil (white blood cell) migration into the joint 



3. Stimulation of hyaluronic acid synthesis by synovial fibroblasts (joint lining cells) which results in 
increased joint fluid amount and thickness 

4. Helps break down fibrous tissue around joint 
5. Stimulates cartilage cell to regenerate 
 

Advantages; Helps all body joints, owner able to administer, long term use no side effects, increasing 
horse’s riding/performance life by aiding arthritic process not just reducing the pain. 
 
CARTROPHEN 
Active component;  
Pentosan polysulphate 100mg/ml. Vial 10ml. 
Recommended administration;  
500 kg horse 15ml once a week for 4 weeks then once a month 
Action; 
As for Pentosan. Pentosan and Cartrophen consist of the same chemical, the difference between the two 
preparations is only the concentration therefore with Pentosan being more concentrated a smaller volume is 
needed to be injected into the muscle. This may be important with sensitive performance horses. 
 
ADEQUAN 
Active component; 
Polysulphated glycosaminoglycan 100mg/ml. Vial 5ml. 
Recommended administration; 
500kg horse 5ml injection once every 4 days for 7 injections 
Action; 
Stimulates cartilage and synovial (membrane lining of joint) metabolism as well as helping inhibition of the 
enzymes that cause joint deterioration. 
 
ANTI INFLAMMATORY DRUGS 
There are numerous antiinflammatory drugs available through your veterinarian. The point to remember is 
that these drugs, by virtue of their mechanism of action, are pain relief. Antiinflammatory drugs do settle the 
initial inflammatory process which is a major role in the treatment of degenerative joint disease, but their 
long term use does have side effects, being gastric upset and diarrhoea, which can be life threatening. 
 
INTRA - ARTICULAR TREATMENTS; 
 
ADEQUAN 
Active component; 
Polysulphated glycosaminoglycans 250mg/ml 
Recommended administration; 
Injected into joint when initially inflamed then as needed to keep inflammation settled. 
Action; 
As for intramuscular adequan. The advantage of injecting directly into the joint is to achieve higher levels in 
a specific joint. The case selection for this treatment may be a young horse showing high potential that is to 
be competed at a young age that has subtle clinical signs of osteoarthritis, i.e. mild lameness that is positive 
to joint flexion test.  
 
HYALURONIC ACID 
Active components; 
Hyaluronic acid 
Recommended administration; 
As necessary directed by clinical lameness 
Action; 
As mentioned above. 
 
ANTI INFLAMMATORIES. 
Numerous available, varying in strength and length of action. These drugs are mainly steroid 
antiinflammatories. They do all potentially have cartilage degradative effects, the important point to make is 



that it is necessary to reduce the inflammation within a joint to then allow the healing process of that joint 
cartilage.  
Major advantage of injecting antiinflammatory drugs directly into joints is the high level of pain relief 
achieved. A high number of cases assessed clinically and radiographically have marked osteoarthritis with 
high pain level. These horses necessitate direct joint treatment for alleviation of pain thus return to riding 
performance. 
 
CASE REPORTS 
 
14 year old stock horse. 2 year history of lameness, not rideable for this 2 year period, stumbles often at 
walk on lead, numerous people have previously examined the horse all concluding laminitis- see what you 
think from clinical examination. 

 Examination- Bilateral forelimb “shuffling”  action (small steps left and right fore) when trotting in a 
straight line, lameness very obvious left fore when turning small circle to left, lameness very obvious right 
fore when turning small circle to the right. Both front hooves were palpably warm to touch especially 
around front of coronary band, increased digital pulses both front limbs. Hoof tester pressure no response 
left or right fore. Flexion test of right fore fetlock (remembering when flexing fetlock you are also flexing 
pastern and coffin joints) very positive. Flexion test of left fore fetlock very positive.  

Palmar digital (PD) nerve block (desensitise back third of hoof) right fore  resulted in no change on 
lameness, PD nerve block left fore resulted in no change in lameness. Abaxial nerve block (desensitise hoof 
and pastern) right fore resulted in horse very obviously lame left fore on straight line and when turning 
circle to the left. Right turn circle the horse was not displaying lameness with right fore. Abaxial nerve 
block left fore resulted in the horse trotting sound in a straight line and on both circles. Fit the laminitis 
picture in your mind ???  

Radiographs both front feet reveal marked osteoarthritic changes with fractured bone fragments in 
the coffin joint. Now the picture fitted together- the warmth around the coronary band explainable due to 
extensive cartilage degradation and fractured pieces of bone sitting down just behind the coronary band, the 
flexion test was stretching the fracture lines, and no hoof test response because the horse did not have 
laminitis. 

Treatment- injections of long acting steroid antiinflammatory drugs directly into the coffin joints 
coupled with systemic pentosan. 

 The horse has returned to riding function. Due to the highly painful nature of this horse’s 
osteoarthritic process it was necessary to treat locally. It was elected by the owners to administer pentosan 
also to help all other joints, as the likelihood of there being multiple joint arthritis is high given the severe 
changes in the coffin joints.

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I have an interest in the human body, in particular muscles. It all started as a South Aussie girl raised on 
Australian Rules football. I got involved in coaching my then eight year old son’s Rugby League team. I got 
hooked on trying to find ways of best developing these young lads, not just in skills, but also flexibility and 
fitness reducing injury rates, recovery time and increasing their opportunity to go as far as they wanted to in 
the sport.  
My coaching career continued for 11 years during which time I successfully attained my level 2 coaching 
certificate (1st female to do so in the ACT) and coached ACT development squads for 3 years against 
several top Sydney teams (still the only female to do so). 
Realising the difference correct pre and post game preparation can make to performance I took myself to 
Uni doing a course in human biology, majoring in sports studies. This course included units such as 
Physiology of Exercise, Biomechanics, Functional Anatomy, Pathobiology, Nutrition and Sports Medicine. 
Also during this time I did a course in Sports Massage through Sports Medicine Australia. With this new 
found knowledge I went from coach to sports trainer and began working with senior teams, the Queanbeyan 
Blues (5years) and now the Weston Creek Lions (Aussie Rules, of course). I have also worked for the 
Masters Games in 1996 and the last 3 years for the Queensland Men’s Veteran Hockey Teams during a 
national tournament, which is held over a two week period. Last year I got to see Tassie for the first time 
and this year I was selected to travel to Germany with the Australian team.  
Most sports now recognise the benefits of sports massage to both performance and recovery. Pre-event 
massage stimulates the muscles increasing the blood flow enabling them to respond to the demands of the 
sport. Post-event massage assists in the removal of lactic acid shortening the recovery time – this has to be a 
bonus. With continued use and the strains sport of any kind places on the muscles, they tighten – become 
knotted. Through the use of Sports Massage I can persuade the muscles, either firmly or gently, to loosen 
and unknot. 
In equine sports these benefits are recognised for the horse, but what about the rider? After all it is meant to 
be a partnership. It’s the best horse/rider combination on the day that will take home the ribbon. Think about 
it, you have just spent some serious mullah on ensuring your horse has good free flowing movement 
through his/her muscles and then you hop on. The shoulders are feeling a little stiff and that lower back, 
well we won’ t event go there; now remember this is an animal that knows (through the slightest of muscle 
movement) if you are looking ahead or sneaking a peek at the diagonal or the jump (heaven forbid), you 
may hide from your instructor, but your horse always picks it up – when was the last time you bit the dust or 
crashed through a jump. How many times have you been told to relax your shoulders, if you are relaxed the 
horse is more likely to be also. 
If you are going to put the time, effort and money into ensuring your horse is at the best he/she can be then 
why not give him/her the extra advantage, that added competitive edge, of having a rider that is also at 
his/her best. Plus it hurts less if you hit the ground. This is why I enjoy being a Sports Masseuse, to help the 
athlete to be at his/her best, remembering that the horse in not the only athlete in the combination.
